His son was murdered just a few days
ago in the Charleston area. | asked him
how he was doing and he held up a
huge canvas bag brimming full of cards
and letters from friends all over the
world. He called it his “encouragement

"

bag.

Rev. Sonny Holmes has been a fellow
pastor and friend for years. Heis
presently serving as President of the
South Carolina Baptist Convention and
is the man carrying that bag and an
unimaginable heavy heart.

Sometimes when tragedy strikes a pastor’s family, the minister ends
up taking care of others rather than taking care of himself. So,

| asked him again, “How are ‘you’doing? He said, “l don't know, |
honestly don't know.”

He related how Abraham Lincoln carried six newspaper articles

in his wallet that praised him. When President Lincoln felt
overwhelmed with the war and his Office, he pulled one out and
read it. Lincoln had them in his wallet when he died.

He said, “When | am overwhelmed, | take one of these cards out and
read it. People don't know how much help this is...to know that
someone cares enough to pray, to hold you up in the best way they
know how..."

It is hard to know what to say when others are “overwhelmed.” | was
reminded that some of the simplest things can have a profound
impact as our friends and family move through tragedy.

Maybe today is an opportune time to send a note to someone

just for those hard-to-survive moments. We all could use an
"encouragement bag.”
